Earls Colne Baptist Church Health and Safety Policy and Risk Assessment (June 2022)

Health and safety measures associated with the church building are the responsibility of the minister and deacons (legally the trustees of the organisation). However, each leader of a group hiring the building is responsible for making a risk assessment for the particular activities they are involved in. 

Any accidents should be recorded on accident forms (kept in a labelled cupboard in the church kitchen) and stored responsibly by the church or hiring group. Any broken or dangerous items should be reported to the church, who will then arrange for them to be fixed or replaced as soon as possible. 

Please see below for the church’s risk assessment for all areas of the building, car park and garden.

	Fire (medium risk)
	All persons inside
	· Flammable items cleared marked and safely stored with extinguishers / fire blanket near by.
· Fire exits clearly labelled, fire plan displayed, extinguishers available in all areas of the building. 
· Smoking forbidden in the building, garden or car park
· When candles are lit, avoid flammable surfaces, supervise children and vulnerable adults and space out
· Evacuate, if necessary, by nearest safe exit, head towards the front of the building and stand at the far edge (road side) of front car park. 
If the way out to the front of the building is blocked, head to the back wall of the garden at the rear of the building. 
· Telephone the fire service. Check that everyone has left the building, including checking of toilets by group leader. Carry or support those who are unable to walk unaided.

	Presence of asbestos (medium risk)
	Anyone using the building
	· Check made by a professional

	Unexpected Illness, Accident or other Incident (low risk)
	Anyone inside or in the car park
	· First Aid kit easy to find and fully stocked
· At least five members of the church first aid trained
· In case of incident, get First Aid box from labelled cupboard in the kitchen. 
· Telephone for further assistance if necessary. 
· Record any incidents on Accident Form / Safeguarding Form in labelled cupboard in kitchen.
· Seek advice from the environmental health agency for serious incidents.

	Check contents of First Aid Box and that Accident Forms are available on a monthly basis. 

	Front or side door left unlocked (low risk)
	Anyone inside
	· Check that all three doors are locked when everyone expected has arrived (particularly when children or vulnerable adults are inside) or at the end of a public service / event. 
· Person designated to watch the door(s) when open to the public.

	Make sure that there is a designated person on the door when people are arriving / it’s open to the public. 

	 Accident(s) with Cleaning Products (low risk) 
	Anyone in contact
	· Check all are in a locked cupboard / out of reach of children and vulnerable adults. 
· List of potentially dangerous substances (COSHH) kept in the First Aid cupboard in kitchen, to be shown to medical staff if applicable.
· First Aid kit easy to find and fully stocked
· At least five members of the church first aid trained

	Movement of tables and chairs (low risk)
	Anyone in contact
	· Avoid working at height
· Take care when folding tables or stacking chairs and do not attempt if feel unconfident or unfit. 
· Ensure they are stacked and stored safely so as not to topple over.

	Food or drink spillages (low risk)
	Anyone handling food or drink
	· Clear up and dry as soon as cool enough to do so.
	Any responsible adult

	Lone working (low risk)
	One individual working alone in the building
	· Let someone else know where you are and what you are doing
· Do not attempt hazardous activities, such as climbing ladders
· Keep doors shut and locked whilst alone
· Share good practice

	Falling on front entrance steps (medium risk)

	· Use hand rail
· Put up warning notice if slippery surfaces due to weather

	Falling over trailing wires from electrical equipment (low risk)
	All persons inside
	· Check that they are tucked in, away from where people are walking.

	Check after every service / use

	Electric shock from electrical equipment (low risk)
	All persons inside
	· Check that wires are not stretched, knotted, left trailing from a live socket or wet. 
· Turn off socket when not in use.

	Check after every service / use

	Falling or electric shock in baptistry (low risk)
	Anyone near or in baptistry
	· Baptistry fully covered when not in use. 
· Take care on steps. 
· Keep microphones dry.

· PAT testing by electrician every two years. 
· Gas safety check by plumber every year.
·  Immediate reporting of any hazard(s) or fault(s) to minister or deacons.
